2. Where the regional municipality receives requests from one or
more area municipalities for the issue of a debenture in the amount or
amounts not exceeding those set out in the Schedule for the purposes of
the Act, the regional municipality shall issue a debenture for the total of
the amount or amounts requested signed by the head of council and the
treasurer and bortow on behalf of each area municipality a sum not
exceeding the amountto be lent by each area municipality on completion
of the drainage works.

3. A special annual rate shall be imposed, levied and collected over
and above all other rates upon the land in respect of which the money is
borrowed, sufficient for the payment of the principal and interest as
provided by the Act.
