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Delegation

Subsection 58 (2) of the Highway Traffic Act, but only in so far as it relates to the issuance of a temporary driving instructor licence.

Subsections 24 (1), (2), (3), (4), 29 (10) and section 30 of Ontario Regulation 340/94 (Drivers’ Licences) made under the Highway Traffic Act.
