1. Section 12 of Regulation 74 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is revoked and the following substituted: 


12. (1) No person shall be registered as a collection agency unless the person,


(a)
has had at least two years of actual experience in all phases of the collection agency business, or has related experience that, in the opinion of the Registrar, is equivalent to that actual experience; and


(b)
is 18 years of age or over, if the applicant for registration is an individual.


(2) No person shall be registered as a collector unless the person,


(a)
is an individual who is a Canadian citizen or has been lawfully admitted to Canada for permanent residence and who is ordinarily resident in Canada; and


(b)
is 18 years of age or over.
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
