Amending Reg. 951 of R.R.O. 1990

(Designation of Parks)


1. Section 2 of Regulation 951 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is amended by adding the following descriptions:

LAKE NIPIGON PROVINCIAL PARK


In the Township of Kilkenny, in the Territorial District of Algoma, containing 918.0 hectares more or less, being composed of that part of the said township designated as Part 1 on a plan known as Lake Nipigon Provincial Park filed on August 3, 1999 in the Office of the Surveyor General of Ontario in the Ministry of Natural Resources at Peterborough, Ontario.

LAKE OF THE WOODS PROVINCIAL PARK 


In the Territorial District of Kenora, containing 11799.75 hectares, more or less, composed of all of Splitrock Island and Painted Rock Island and part of Dawson Island and Bigsby Island and all of the Three Sisters, designated as Parts 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 on a plan known as Lake of the Woods Provincial Park filed on January 12, 1998 in the Office of the Surveyor of Ontario in the Ministry of Natural Resources at Peterborough, Ontario.  


2. (1) The Table to the Regulation is amended by striking out, 


(a)
“Schedule 37, Appendix B” in Column 2 opposite “Lake Nipigon Provincial Park” in Column 1;


(b)
“Schedule 62, Appendix B” in Column 2 opposite “Lake of the Woods Provincial Park” in Column 1, 

and substituting in each case “Section 2”.


(2) The Table to the Regulation is amended by striking out “Peche Island Provincial Park” in Column 1 and by striking out “Schedule III, Appendix B” in Column 2.
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
