(Work Permit — Construction)


1. Subsections 2 (1) and (2) of Ontario Regulation 453/96 are revoked and the following substituted:


(1) No person shall, 


(a)
construct or place a building, or cause a building to be constructed or placed, on public land; 


(b)
construct a trail, water crossing or road, or cause a trail, water crossing or road to be constructed, on public land; 


(c)
dredge shore lands or cause shore lands to be dredged;


(d)
fill shore lands or cause shore lands to be filled;


(e)
remove aquatic vegetation, or cause aquatic vegetation to be removed, from shore lands located in the area set out in Schedule 1;


(f)
remove more than 100 square metres of aquatic vegetation annually, or cause more than 100 square metres of aquatic vegetation to be removed annually, from shore lands located in the area set out in Schedule 2; or


(g)
construct or place a structure or combination of structures, or cause a structure or combination of structures to be constructed or placed, that occupies more than 15 square metres of shore lands.


(2) Subsection (1) does not apply to a person acting under the authority of and in accordance with the terms and conditions of a work permit or an instrument granted under the Act that authorizes the activity.
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
