(General)


1.  Ontario Regulation 288/04 is amended by adding the following section:

s. 11 of the Act


4.1  (1)  The following circumstances and conditions are prescribed for the purposes of subsection 11 (6) of the Act:


1.
If a physician or designated practitioner who has notified the General Manager under subsection 11 (2) of the Act subsequently submits an account directly to the Plan for the performance of insured services rendered to an insured person, he or she shall not be deemed by doing so to have notified the General Manager under subsection 11 (4) of the Act that he or she intends to submit his or her accounts directly to the Plan if the physician or designated practitioner makes a direction regarding the payment of this account under section 16.1 of the Health Insurance Act.


(2)  The following circumstances and conditions are prescribed for the purposes of subsection 11 (7) of the Act: 


1.
Where a physician or designated practitioner who has notified the General Manager under subsection 11 (2) of the Act makes a direction regarding the payment of an account for insured services under section 16.1 of the Health Insurance Act, subsection 10 (3) of the Act applies in respect of that account.


2.  This Regulation shall be deemed to have come into force on September 23, 2004.
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
