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Amending Reg. 349 of R.R.O. 1990

(Hot Mix Asphalt Facilities)

1.  Section 6 of Regulation 349 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is revoked and the following substituted:

6.  Every person responsible for a portable HMA facility shall keep a copy of the environmental compliance approval issued in respect of the facility available for inspection at the facility site.

7.  If a person responsible for a portable HMA facility intends to relocate the facility, the person shall give notice of the intended relocation to the Director at least fifteen days before the intended relocation, and shall include in the notice the following information:

1.
The name of the owner and operator of the facility.

2. 
The name and telephone number of a contact person for the facility.

3.
The environmental compliance approval number.

4.
The proposed location of the facility.

5.
A diagram showing the proposed location of the facility and the nearest residences and other land uses within a 500 metre radius of the facility including, but not limited to, schools, hospitals, shopping centres, and long-term care homes.

6.
The proposed operating schedule for the facility, including,

i.
the date of commencement of work at the proposed location,

ii.
the date of completion of work at the proposed location, and

iii.
the days and hours of operation of the facility.

7.
The type of facility, its rate of production, the emission control equipment used, and the fuel used.

8.
The proposed maximum amount of reclaimed asphalt paving to be used, expressed as a percentage of the total amount of the materials used in the hot mix asphalt mixture.

9.
The previous location of the facility.

2.  Form 1 of the Regulation is revoked.
Commencement


3.  This Regulation comes into force on the later of the day subsection 2 (1) of Schedule 7 to the Open for Business Act, 2010 comes into force and the day it is filed.
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
