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Amending O. Reg. 176/10
(TEACHERS' QUALIFICATIONS)

1.  (1)  Subsection 1 (1) of Ontario Regulation 176/10 is amended by adding the following definitions:
“acceptable certificate, diploma or advanced diploma” means a certificate, diploma or advanced diploma that is granted,

(a)
by a post-secondary educational institution authorized to grant the certificate, diploma or advanced diploma under the Ontario Colleges of Applied Arts and Technology Act, 2002 or a predecessor Act,

(b)
by a private career college approved to grant the certificate, diploma or advanced diploma under the Private Career Colleges Act, 2005 or a predecessor Act, or

(c)
by another institution acceptable to the College; (“certificat, diplôme ou diplôme de niveau avancé reconnu”)
“certificate of apprenticeship” means,

(a)
a certificate provided under section 66 of the Ontario College of Trades and Apprenticeship Act, 2009 that confirms the successful completion of an apprenticeship program, or

(b)
a certificate acceptable to the College that confirms the successful completion of an apprenticeship program; (“certificat d’apprentissage”)

(2)  The definition of “certificate of apprenticeship” in subsection 1 (1) of the Regulation, as made by subsection (1), is amended by striking out “or” at the end of clause (a) and adding the following clause:

(a.1)
a certificate provided under section 7 of the Modernizing the Skilled Trades and Apprenticeship Act, 2019 that confirms the successful completion of an apprenticeship program, or

(3)  Sub-subclause 1 (3) (b) (ii) (A) of the Regulation is revoked and the following substituted:

(A)
a program leading to an acceptable post-secondary degree or an acceptable certificate, diploma or advanced diploma, or

2.  Section 19 of the Regulation is amended by adding the following subsections:

(1.1)  In addition to the information referred to in subsection (1), the Registrar may also require a general or transitional certificate of qualification and registration to indicate,

(a)
any acceptable certificates, diplomas or advanced diplomas held by the applicant that relate to their qualifications in technological education;

(b)
any certificates of apprenticeship held by the applicant that relate to their qualifications in technological education; and

(c)
any acceptable work experience and competence demonstrated by the applicant that relate to their qualifications in technological education, including, but not limited to, work experience referred to in clause 1 (4) (b) or a certificate, licence, registration or other form of official recognition granted or issued by a regulatory authority.

(3)  In this section,
“regulatory authority” means a body or person that is authorized by law to grant or issue a certificate, licence, registration or other form of official recognition with respect to an occupation, but does not include a teacher regulatory authority or a provincial or territorial teacher regulatory authority.
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3.  (1)  Subject to subsection (2), this Regulation comes into force on the day it is filed.

(2)  Subsection 1 (2) comes into force on the day section 7 of Schedule 40 (Modernizing the Skilled Trades and Apprenticeship Act, 2019) to the Protecting What Matters Most (Budget Measures) Act, 2019 comes into force.
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
