in the case of an applicant under section 5, to an applicant enrolled in a program of professional education delivered over two or more sessions.

(2)  The Registrar shall not grant a multi-session transitional certificate of qualification and registration under section 14 or 15,

(a)
in the case of an applicant under section 4, to an applicant enrolled in a program of professional education other than a multi-session program of professional education; and

(b)
in the case of an applicant under section 5, to an applicant enrolled in a program of professional education other than a program delivered over two or more sessions.

the applicant has successfully completed a practicum of a minimum of 80 days that meets the requirements set out in subsection 9 (2) of the accreditation regulation and has satisfied all other applicable conditions and requirements under the Act; and

(b)
the applicant has successfully completed the applicable program of professional education.

(2)  For greater certainty, if a program of professional education mentioned in clause (1) (b) is a multi-session program of professional education, the applicant must have completed the final session of the program.
